I have heard this from a number of the peo-
ple that were located in various parts of the 
country for the FBI and got a chance or were 
sent here to work. They never ask for a 
transfer. Doug Grant, Utilities Manger for the 
FBI, said WV is the best kept secret and 
please don't tell anyone. I want to retire here 
and live the rest of my life here. He had been 
stationed in 7 different locations before being 
transferred here. He volunteers for a number 
of things and is very active in the community. 
H e said he has time to volunteer now that 
he can get to work in 20 minutes and the 
return trip takes 20 minutes. He lived the 
same distance when he worked in D.C. It 
took him 2 hours to get to work and 3 + 
hours to get home due to traffic. That is the 
reason he doesn't want anyone to know.  He 
is afraid that we will become like D.C.  

Please remember our lives are short.  Make 
the best of the time that you are here. Volun-
teering and giving back, you receive much 
more than you give. I know all of our lives 
are busy.  However when you have some 
spare time, come up to the lodge, have a 
meal have, a drink talk to your fellow mem-
bers, give someone a laugh, I promise you 
will feel better..
